Resurrected Life 
 

A week ago we celebrated the Resurrection. God rolled away the stone 
from the tomb.  The seal of death was broken and Mary Magdalene saw 
Jesus alive. T hat night, despite Mary’s good news, the disciples were  
hiding behind locked doors.  Today, a week after the Resurrection, the  
disciples are again in the same room with the same locked doors.  Christ is 
risen, the tomb is empty, but the doors are locked.  Not much has changed. 
They have traded a tomb for a house and a stone for locked doors.  
Resurrected life, it seems, does not come easily. 
 
Resurrection is not just an event or an idea.  It is a way of being and living. 
It is the lens through which we see the world, each other, and ourselves. 
Resurrection is the gift of God’s life and love.  Living Resurrection, however, 
is difficult.  For most of us it is a process, something we grow into over time. 
It is neither quick nor magical.  Resurrection does not undo our past, fix our 
problems, or change the circumstances of our lives.  It changes us, offers a 
way through our problems and creates a future.  Christ’s resurrected life 
inspires us with his spirit, invites us to unlock the doors, and sends us into 
the world. 
 
The Risen Christ is all about leading humanity, leading us into a future.  God 
cannot lead us into the future until we are ready to let go of the past.  That is 
why forgiveness is so central to the Easter mystery.   Jesus not only  
forgives us but he passes it on.  If we don’t forgive others, they can’t forgive 
themselves.  People normally cannot find a place in their hearts to forgive 
themselves unless at least one other person breathes on them with a tender 
love and says, in one way or another, “I forgive you.” 
 
Regardless of the circumstances Jesus shows up bringing peace, offering 
peace, embodying peace.  Regardless of the circumstances Jesus shows 
up bringing life, offering life, embodying life.  Life and peace are  
Resurrection reality.  They do not necessarily change the circumstances of 
our life and world.  Tornados will still form, the hungry still need to be fed, 
and loved ones will die.  The life and peace of Jesus’ Resurrection enable 
us to meet and live through those circumstances.  He gives us his peace, 
his breath, his life and then sends us out.  We are free to unlock the doors 
of our lives and step outside into his life.

2  To include the Dementia Friends awareness session in the initial training 
   of all Eucharistic Ministers and Permanent Deacons. 
3  To encourage compliance with the DAA’s Environment Checklist by  
  providing training to our diocesan surveyors for all future projects. 
4 To review the pastoral care of diocesan priests living with dementia. 
 

The first step to implementing the first action is to discover parishioners who are 
already Dementia Friends Champions or who would be willing to undertake the 
one-day training course.
